Will my Diploma help me get to College/University?

Doing a Diploma in Year 10 can be your first step towards College or University and if
you go on to do an Advanced Diploma, it will be worth 3.5 A Levels. All Universities
have said they will accept Advanced Diplomas for entry onto a degree course.
